We are also looking for work that could be exhibited out doors in the space between the two buildings to make the outside space at attractive to pedestrians as possible.

Entry Fees

£5 per entry for those selling or promoting their business.

FREE for those just wanting to exhibit.
Payment in cash or cheque (made out to Transition Leicester, and please include your name and Gallery@GreenLight on the back of all cheques)
There is no commission on the sale price of any work sold in the gallery, but please consider giving proportion of any sales as a donation to the festival (or your favourite charity or organisation with a stall at the festival).

The exhibition is open to any artist, maker or designer, amateur or professional of any age and ability. 

Medium of the work(s)

Works submitted may be made using any medium but must fit in with the themes and ethos of the festival. 

Please include details of why your work fits with the categories of the gallery:

· made from reclaimed, recycled, locally sourced or sustainable materials 
· with a content that reflects an environmental theme
· made using sustainable methods or processes
All flat pieces must be fitted with suitable fixings for hanging. 

All works must be of a size and weight that is manoeuvrable by two people and must fit standard doorways (if you want to submit anything that is huge or awkward, please contact us!). We are also looking for work that could be exhibited out doors in the space between the two buildings to make the outside space at attractive to pedestrians as possible. Please inform us if your work could be appropriate for this purpose.

All works submitted must be clearly marked on the back (or on a label attached to 3-dimensional works) with the following:

i) Name & address of artist 

ii) Title of work

iii) Price of work if for sale or NFS (Not For Sale)

Duplicate details as above must be entered onto this form. The form should be completed and submitted to gallery@greenlight.org as soon as possible so we can make information cards to display with your work.

Delivery of the work(s)

We will email all applicants individually to let you know where and when the work can be delivered nearer to the festival, though we expect this to be Friday 30th March 2012.  Each artist is responsible for the transporting of their work to and from the festival. We may be able to assist with delivery and collection (and in some cases, storage). Please contact us at gallery@greenlight.org if you require assistant, though we cannot take responsibility for the work.

Responsibility of the work(s)

In dealing with the all of works submitted, staff at the gallery will do their utmost to ensure their safety. However, the gallery can accept no responsibility for any damage to the work(s), however caused. 

Works in the festival exhibition cannot be removed until after the festival.
